Helping the Families of Our Fallen Military

Every Memorial Weekend hundreds of families of fallen military
gather in Washington DC for TAPS. No, not the haunting military
bugle cry performed at Arlington Cemetery, but the Tragedy Assistance
Program for Survivors (TAPS) Seminar, a place for those who lost
loved ones in the military to come together to grieve and to heal.
Founded in 1994 by a young military widow TAPS prides itself as a
front line resource to families and loved ones of military who were
killed in action or who died while in service to their country, whether
by accident, illness or suicide. TAPS provides comfort and care 24
hours a day, 7 days a week, through comprehensive services and
programs including peer based emotional support, case worker
assistance, crisis intervention and grief and trauma resources. TAPS
has assisted over 25,000 families and their National Military Survivor

on grief, learning about military benefits etc while

I got involved with TAPS in 2002 when | was part of an
American Sign Language choir that flew to DC to perform
during their National Seminar. But I could barely perform
from the tears in my eyes after seeing the wives, children
and parents who had lost their family members and parts of
their hearts in the new war against terror. | come back
every year, not to perform anymore, but to help in any way
I can. | run registration, | help out in the silent auction, and
most importantly, | help make picture buttons of the loved
ones the families are there to mourn. Seeing those faces of
the fallen while making the buttons really brought home the
meaning of sacrifice. And volunteering for TAPS is truly
my way of #Agiving back to my
military, though I have several generations of military in
TAPS Volunteers and Staff my background, so this is my way to serve.

I can never begin to imagine what these families are going
through, but I know just a touch, a smile, a hug and a tear is what
these families want and nee

Many have technical & professional
expertise.
